WHEREAS, archival institutions are instrumental in collecting, preserving, organizing, and
making available records and materials to document the history of the State of North Carolina and the
nation for present and future generations; their efforts protect the rights and property of the State's
citizens, and preserve much of North Carolina’s rich and diverse heritage; and

WHEREAS, the North Carolina State Archives, a section of the Division of Historical Resources,
Office of Archives and History, Department of Cultural Resources, was one of the first state archival
programs in the nation; and

WHEREAS, the first archivist of the United States of America was a North Carolinian; and

WHEREAS, State and local governments, colleges and universities, religious and medical
institutions, libraries, historical societies, museums, and businesses throughout the State have established
archives as a means of preserving our written history; and

WHEREAS, these archives collectively contain over 300 years of unique and irreplaceable
materials ranging from hand-written letters and diaries to typewritten manuscripts, maps, photographs and
other visual materials, motion pictures and sound recordings, and modem electronic data systems; and

WHEREAS, archivists and manuscript curators have a responsibility to preserve these materials
and the duty to provide the public with access to their records, and it is the goal of these professionals to
increase public awareness of the vital importance of safeguarding the documentary wealth of the State;
and .

WHEREAS, because of archival repositories and the dedicated professionals who work in them,
every generation of North Carolinians can study the past and learn from the experiences and
accomplishments of our predecessors, and understand the unique history of our State;

NOW, THEREFORE, I, BEVERLY EAVES PERDUE, Governor of the State of North Carolina,

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Awards

The North Carolina Preservation Consortium (NCPC) is now accepting applications for
2011 preservation Grants. This grant program is designed to assist North Carolina libraries,
museums, archives, historic sites and other cultural institutions improve the preservation of
their collections. These collections may include books, manuscripts, documents, journals, pho-
tographs, film, sound recordings, maps, architectural drawings, art, and artifacts. The maxi-
mum award is $2,000.00. Information, guidelines, and the grant application are available

Two recently established research awards in the Special Collections at East Carolina Uni-
versity have proven very successful and have greatly encouraged the use of materials in Spe-
cial Collections. These awards include the Rhem/Schwarzmann Prize for Recognition of Stu-
dent Research and the Special Collections Department Research Travel Award.

e The Rhem/Schwarzmann Award was established by Mrs. Ann Schwarzmann to honor Wil-
liam and Emily Rhem and Theodore and Ann Schwarzmann. This award annually recog-
nizes outstanding research papers written by sophomores, juniors and seniors at East
Carolina University. It is required that students base their research largely on primary
sources found in the Special Collections Department.

e The Special Collections Department Research Travel Award program was established in
2009 to assist researchers in using the department’s holdings. Each fiscal year two
awards of up to $500 or one grant of up to $1,000 are awarded to support recipients’
travel to Greenville. Faculty members, graduate and undergraduate students, or independ-
ent scholars whose research projects directly relate to the holdings of the Special Collec-
tions Department are eligible to apply for a research travel award.

The 2010 Gale Cengage Learning Award for Excellence in Reference and Adult Library Services
has been awarded to Joyner Library at East Carolina UmverS|ty for the production of the
online digital exhibit entitled “"Seeds of Change.” The '
award is given to a library or library system for develop-
ment of an imaginative and unique resource to meet pa-
trons’ reference needs. “"Seeds of Change” features more
than 7,500 images digitized from the photographic nega- |
tives used in The Daily Reflector, Greenville’s daily news- |
paper, between 1949 and 1967.The collection’s website
also contains supplemental multimedia resources that offer g
historical context for the images, including a streaming
video and full transcript of an interview with the newspa-
per’s former editor and photographer, an essay written by |
ECU history faculty member Christopher Oakley on the his- [
tory of Pitt County and Greenville during this period, as

well as an illustrated timeline identifying national and international events that shaped the era.
The development of "Seeds of Change” was partially supported with federal funds made possi-
ble through a grant from the Institute of Museum and Library Services, administered by the
State Library of North Carolina, a division of the Department of Cultural Resources. The digital

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New Acquisitions

The Archives and Special Collections at Elon University recently
acquired a railroad bell that was used on one of the first twelve loco-
motives of the North Carolina Railroad (NCRR). The bell was cast in
1853 by Meneely Bell Foundry in West Troy, NY. The Richard Norris
and Son Locomotive Works of Philadelphia, PA purchased bells from
Meneely and supplied the NCRR with their first twelve locomotives in
1854. When the bell was no longer used by the railroad, it was ac-
quired by Daniel A. Long of Graham, NC and was used at the school
D.A. Long and his brother William S. Long opened in 1872, later Gra-
ham College. Graham College was the forerunner of Elon University
and W.S. Long served as Elon’s first president. Surviving the Civil
War and subsequent tumultuous events in NC, the bell endured many
trials before arriving at Elon University.

The University Libraries at UNCG announce the launch of two new digital
collections of manuscript materials relating to music. The Harold Schiffman
Archive contains approximately ninety scores of music written by Harold
Schiffman from 1944 to 2009. They include orchestral works, ensemble
works, piano, harp, and harpsichord pieces, vocal works and songs, and
chamber works. The archive is online at http://libcdm1.uncg.edu/
Schiffman.php. The Egon Wellesz Contemporary Music Collection consists of
music scores, books, programs, correspondence, and other documents origi-
nally owned by composer Egon Wellesz (1885-1974), most of it donated by Dr. Harold Schiff-
man and Jane Perry-Camp in 2009. Additional materials were donated by Julia Rosenthal.
