We also hope to get more students involved in SNCA and in more meaningful ways.

In order that money (or lack thereof) be no deterrent to membership, we are extending the current student
membership rate to cover recent graduates who have not yet found full
allied field, and waiving the requirement that students provide proof of full
for the discount rate.

great controversy when a 13 - story office building was proposed in
the very heart of this early 1900's neighborhood. Forces gathered

to protest, generating significant publicity in local news media, re-
sulting in a handsome residential town home facility being built in-
stead. Documents reflecting these events were all saved by an elderly neighbor, and at her

death the family kindly accepted Ann's suggestion to donate the collection to the neighborhood

for future organization. Thirty years of neighborhood newsletters and assorted Board docu-

ments and event flyers, plus hundreds of "born digital" documents will provide many fascinat-

ing hours of collection management for Ann and fellow neighborhood volunteers!
